	The Baby-friendly Hospital Initiative (BFHI)-Presentation by Dr. Lisa Judge
	-Slide #35-powdered formula preparation: is WIC educating its clients on this? Is MIHP educating its clients on this?

“Powdered infant formula preparation (CDC, WHO) to prevent the growth of Cronobacter and Salmonella:

· Boil water and allow to cool to no less than 158° F/70° C before pouring into a clean and sterilized feeding cup or bottle. To achieve this temperature, the water should be left for no more than 30 minutes after boiling. (5 minutes in Ann Arbor kitchen tests)

· Add powdered infant formula. Use the amount as instructed on the formula label.”

-Step 10: Community engagement-importance of breastfeeding support in the community after discharge from the hospital.  Guy, representing WIC is present at the monthly baby friendly steering committee meetings.

	Breastfeeding Initiative: Coffective Status
	-discussed coffective state wide prenatal report (see attached report).
-Summarized “takeaways for the State”-highlighted on: “Prenatal staff education on WIC is needed. Most clinic surveys illustrated a gap in staff knowledge on WIC qualifications and benefits. Help is on the way in the form of About WIC Posters, targeting staff and patients, and WIC Brochures provided in the toolkit to every participating clinic.”

-Relationship with WIC: “There is great opportunity for coordination between prenatal clinics and WIC agencies. Each participating clinic was given contact information for its local WIC Breastfeeding Coordinator. WIC contacts have been encouraged to deliver the prenatal toolkit materials in-person to their clinic to strengthen the connection and offer assistance.”

-Breastfeeding as a public health decision: A majority of staff in prenatal clinics view the decision between formula and breastfeeding as a lifestyle choice.   

72% of the prenatal clinic staff believe that breast vs. formula is a personal lifestyle choice.

28% of the staff believe that breast vs. formula is a health issue, like smoking or nutrition.
- Providers need more education on WIC income qualifications as many do not refer patients to WIC, or only refer those they believe might qualify. Providers in the prenatal clinic could also benefit from tools to make WIC referrals easier.
